Additional Notes from 1/10/2007

1) Presentation day is tentatively scheduled for May 3. We discussed some options, including:

· We discussed time. The whole thing should be about two to two and a half hours. It can be scheduled during the school day or at night. There can be a small celebration the night before and then a school-day celebration. (Note: Family night might be included in this scheduling)

· We discussed separating the elementary and high school presentations to make it easier for the audience/parents

· We discussed various locations, including the school cafeteria (may not be the best acoustically, but we could serve food), the library (may be too small), the church (would need permission, but if the artwork of the church is included in one of the products, this might be appropriate), and the community center (some family members may not be as comfortable in this off-site location)

· One comment was that if the community is invited, the school might want to consider offering babysitting service, since they will likely bring many small children.

· Note: Food can not be funded by grant and can not be focus of presentation day. This is for students to be educational presentations.  

· We discussed who should be invited. (Students can make official invitations once date is confirmed) Some suggestions were:

(1) Representatives from Wyoming University (Sharon)

(2) Representatives from community college (Gerri)

(3) Public access channel 

(4) Casino representatives

(5) Encana representatives

(6) Members of the local business community

2) We discussed curriculum. Vonda emphasized the projects must integrate the Wyoming standards. TKA will provide teachers with specific standards that are being used (linking the individual projects with the correlating standards). TKA asked Vonda to suggest some “underrepresented” standards that the project might be able to address. 

· Note: Teachers are already doing PBL, but we want them to see how PBL hits multiple standards.

· Assessment must align with standards.

· We discussed if there were Arapaho standards. Fred gave everyone a copy of the Language and Culture Commission statement as a guide. If there are other documents to which we should be aware, we need to get that ASAP.

· We discussed the Learn and Serve program. Those notes were added to the 1/9 minutes so they would be with the others.

3) We took a tour of the high school, mission church, museum, and Rendezvous offices. We discussed available resources, specifically technology and the concerns with Internet access.
